Notes to NBA_AtoL.xls and NBA_LtoZ.xls.

These workbooks contain NBA player records. The first file contains records for players with surname A to Lee. The second file contains records for players with surnames Lef to Z.

“Data”
The first sheet, “Data”, contains summary information for all players. Variables included are name, minutes, assists, and points.

The entries highlighted Green are players with “minute” entries missing entirely: they are deleted from the final dataset. These are players whose careers began and ended before 1950-51.

The entries highlighted Yellow are players with “minute” entires missing for some seasons. Their data have been modified to include only contributions from seasons when minutes were recorded. These are players whose careers spanned 1950-51.
Full records
Full records for each player, taken from Microsoft Complete NBA Basketball 1994 edition, are included in numbered sheets. These include a variety of statistics, especially points and assists, for each season the player participated in.
Embedded programs

Several Visual Basic programs are embedded in these files. They were used to summarise records, and to identify and mark missing records. To view embedded programs, press Alt + F11 in Microsoft Excel.

· MoveStuff is a subroutine that searches, summarises, and lists data from the individual player records. For each player, it calculates the career total minutes, points, and assists. These data are transferred, along with the name, to the summary page.
· SearchBlank is a subroutine that searches, identifies, and tags players whose individual records contain missing data (specifically, minutes). For each player, it searches for the presence of “blank” entires in the individual seasonal records. Those players with minutes missing for some seasons are tagged Yellow. Those players with minutes missing entirely are tagged Green.
